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Steadfast and Confident: A reflection from Psalm 57
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salm 57 was written by the young man David who
was running for his life from a jealous King Saul,
who wanted to kill him. David’s life was very uncertain and
unsecured. In verse 4, David describes his dire situation ‘I
am in the midst of lions; I am forced to dwell among ravenous
beasts—men whose teeth are spears and arrows, whose

tongues are sharp swords’.

Yet David, had deep sense of perfect security.
Confidently, he said "..in You I take refuge. I will take refuge in
the shadow of your wings until the disaster has passed’ (v1).
David is able to find his refuge and confidence under God’s
sheltering wings until the destructive dangers have passed.

David also knew that God was able to perform all
things for him. He declared, ‘I cry out to God most High, to
God, who vindicates me’ (v2). David was confident that God
will work for him and will justify him and bring out His
purposes for him.

David also had permanent stability. If your security
is fixed in God, you can always be steadfast. When your life
seems to crash upon you even as a believer, you can still rise
up and declare like David, "My heart, O God, is steadfast, my
heart is steadfast’(v7).

All these gave David a precious song of victory. David
had a song of praise in his heart during his darkest storm.
He praised God, ‘I will sing and make music’ (v7). It is easier
to sing and make music when the days are bright and
positive, but a steadfast heart can also sing in the darkest

night.

Sometimes out of deepest troubles and sorrows we
can produce in our souls its sweetest melodies of praise to

God.

What anxieties, challenges and storms are you going
through now? For some of us, we may be concern with our
health issues, especially with the current coronavirus
pneumonia infections. For some we may be anxious over
our families, our finances or our work. God knows what we
are going through and He desires that we have complete
faith in Him, or as David would say, ‘My heart, O God, is
steadfast, my heart is steadfast. We too can be confident
because we know that God sends forth His love and
faithfulness to us.
