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Responds to Cyclone and Coronavirus in the Solo-
mon Islands

The Solomon Islands have yet to record a case of COVID-19, but
stringent disease control measures are nonetheless affecting islanders.

The coronavirus restrictions come in the wake of devastation wrought
by Cyclone Harold in April, affecting many homes and livelihoods.
The Salvation Army has been working with community leaders and
partners in the Burns Creek settlement in East Honiara to ensure food
security and mitigate against a rise in crime. Following a rapid
response grant being approved by The Salvation Army’s International
Emergency Services team, a substantial amount of relief to the Burns
Creek leaders was put in place, supporting a total of 790 families
across 16 communities.

COVID-19 Responses Continue

Around the world, The Salvation Army continues to respond to
human needs resulting from the COVID-19 pandemic. In the
Turks and Caicos Islands, the Coca-Cola Company has
provided much-needed support to The Salvation Army, which
is partnering with other agencies on the Caribbean islands to
secure essential food and hygiene support.
