How easy it is for us to lose the
purpose of what we are doing. It can degenerate to be a
routine or just a duty. Then we lose all focus and mission.
Let us believe that all our serving is missional and
purposeful. We want to fulfill the mission of our Lord in
sharing the good news of the Gospel. We do what we do

because God'’s mission is our priority.

Whether you are teaching a young child, or helping a
senior with their meals, or guiding a youth, it is not just to
fulfill another activity or programme, Think of it as being
the very hands and feet of Jesus extending God’s love to
these people you are serving. Yes, with Mission our
serving will have a purpose.
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With Influence. As we serve and reach out, we are
influencing others to the love of God. Jesus used two
examples of Salt and Light (Matthew 5:13,14). Salt has
the ability to influence its surroundings, works quietly
and yet in a dramatic fashion. We all know that a small
amount of salt can enhance the flavour of the foods
around it. It also acts as a preservative. We are called to
add flavour into the lives of others and to be a preservative
in a world that is corrupt and fading fast.

As light we are called to shine in our world where sin
and corruption has darkened the lives of many. As light
we are also to be a lamp to point others to God. Light is so
visible in its effects. A small ray of light can light up even
the darkest room.

Wherever we are, we can influence the lives of others.
People can witness the grace, love and fruit of spirit in us.
Whether we are a silent influencer or a visible influencer,
the impact into their lives cannot be imagined. Yes, with
Influence, our serving will have an impact.
