As
three kids are still in schools, the family faces financial difficulties due to huge
education and living expenses.

Ayi told us
she likes all those stuffs very much, and
she will help others when she grows up
as what the TSA staff has helped her.
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Xiao Fei is one of the students in. Yunnan who received support from the
Programme. Xiao Fei's father passed away when she was little and left her
mother to raise her alone. Her mother ekes out their living by petty incomes
as a janitor. Once in.school, Xiao Fein found CNY20 note, although this was

hard life makes her Sensible, and she knows deeply the burden of her mother,
and she wants to change her fate through hard work on studying.
