Ggiven by the founder of The Salvation Army,
William Booth, to his son, Bramwell Booth, in 1888
when they saw homeless people huddled under the
London Bridge. Since then, the Salvation Army began
to provide hot meals and hostels to people in need in
response to society’s needs. The Salvation Army then

began to expand its social service ministry.

In the miracle of the five loaves and two fish
recorded in Matthew 14, the disciples asked Jesus
to tell the crowd to leave and buy their own food
because it was getting late. But Jesus replied: ‘They
do not need to go away. You give them something to
eat.’” This might be Jesus Christ’s equivalent of the

‘Do Something’ command.

The command stemmed from needs, so we
need to ‘Do Something’ in response. For the miracle
of five loaves and two fish, the crowd needed food
and Jesus asked disciples to respond to this need.
The Army has always been practising this command,
which is why the former British Prime Minister praised
us with the famous phrase ‘Where there is a need,

there is The Salvation Army.’

But today, is ‘Do Something’ still our golden rule
as we move forward? When the Army was established,
there were no comprehensive social welfare systems.
With his forward-thinking vision, General William
Booth explored the unknown for the government
and the Army. Today, we are in a metropolis filled
with social resources. Many social organisations and
NGOs focusing on different services (including the
Army) have to be constantly innovated in order to
apply for different funding. During this changing era,
are we treating the act of service merely as our job?
Would we become focused on satisfying our funders

As a response to the growing impacts of climate change, The Salvation Army’s International Development
Services hosted a three-day online symposium, Climate Change for Adaptation and Resilience in the Global
South, from 21 to 23 May.

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A sensitive procedure

The mercy seat is a sensitive area. We get upset about
its maltreatment. Many people are also fearful of using it.
They don’t like the idea that the sign that ‘something’s going
on’ in their lives will become the subject of speculation and
gossip. One reason why people are reluctant to use it is the
insensitivity of others. They feel they are being judged by
onlookers. Too many have been hurt by the real or imaginary
musings of ‘I wonder what she’s done wrong’, or worse still,
‘Oh no, he’s there again!’

In 2008 Adrian Maddern surveyed officers of the Anglia
Division. One of his questions was: What holds people back
from using the mercy seat? The commonest answer was
‘what others will say’.

Sadly such a response is not confined to one division.
In my 2009 survey | asked: Why is there sometimes a
reluctance to use the mercy seat? The most likely reasons
given were embarrassment, the perception that the mercy
seat is a ‘place for wrongdoers’ and being assumed by the
congregation that one has done something wrong. Where
such insensitivity exists, it is unlikely that the mercy seat will
suffer from overuse.
